Ms. Early discussed the requirements of Colorado law to disclose any
potential conflicts of interest or potential breaches of fiduciary duty of the
Boards of Directorsto the Secretary of State. The members of the Boards
were requested to disclose any potential conflicts of interest regarding
any matters scheduled for discussion at this meeting and incorporated for
the record those applicable disclosures made by the Board members prior
to this meeting in accordance with statute. It was noted by Ms. Early that
disclosures of potential conflicts of interest were filed with the Secretary

of State for all Directors.
